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"SIR" OLIVER MALLY Candystore ATS Kazoo fuelled Austrian Blues! That certainly makes a change. The self proclaimed knight has been working away in Austria for the last twenty-five years putting on over 150 shows a year. This solo turn sees him putting on an acoustic roots/Blues hat, which he says is rooted in traditional songwriting, like Townes van Zandt and Steve Earle. However, he is happy to say that he also takes inspiration from Blues legends like Muddy Waters, Lightnin' Hopkins and John Lee Hooker. But it is mainly acoustic roots music that occupies this CD, and if that is your thing then I really can't recommend this enough. With a warm, rich and inviting voice, "Sir" Oliver takes you off into his storytelling world which takes in love, loss, Christmas and mashed potatoes, with a couple of Townes van Zandt covers thrown in for good measure. It's also nice to see that the old Blues tradition of innuendo and smut has travelled as far as mainland Europe, as the title track goes for broke in the intercontinental smutathon! "Sir" Oliver is also an accomplished guitarist whose acoustic picking is a delight to 
listen to. It's a cracking album from start to finish, with his own songs sticking with you long after the CD stops spinning, with 'You'll Never Beat The Devil' and 'Green Light / Red Light' absolute peaches. Plus, you'll never think of mashed potatoes the same way ever again. Stuart A Hamilton 
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
